There are no other criteria for nomination or selection; this is at the chapter’s discretion.  All nominees will be inducted if present.
The Order of the Engineer was established in 1979 with the goal of developing pride in the profession of engineering and upholding the standards and dignity of the profession.  The Order of the Engineer is not affiliated with NSPE, but we share this goal.

Upon accepting the Obligation, the member will receive a certificate, a card, and a stainless steel ring to be worn on the small finger of the working hand.  The cost of the rings will be borne by ISPE.  Membership in the Order does not require dues or meetings.
